The City Council meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm at Upsala City Hall by Mayor Rollie Johnson.

Motion made by Council Member Robert Maciej and seconded by Council Member Joan Olson to accept the minutes from the October 3, 2011 Regular Council meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.

Heard the inspection results from the Planning Commission about the height of outside wood burners. Residents were given 2 weeks to comply.

Heard from John Morrison about the boreing that was done at his property and informed council of what he did.

City Clerk Adrian Welle informed the council about the JR Ferche bill and also about the listing for sale 2 city owned properties.

City Clerk Adrian Welle informed the council of his findings on portable toilets at the city park.  Cost would be $95 per month for one portable toilet.  Council directed City Clerk Adrian Welle to continue to evaluate the costs associated with a remodel. 
New Business:

Discussion was held on the agreement with the Elmdale Township on the storing of our snow plow.  Both the city and the township are evaluating what costs they have.
Clerk presented the council with a list of residents that received letters informing them about certification to their taxes.
Motion was made by councilmember Robert Maciej and seconded by councilmember Brian Lange to change the rate the city bills for snowplowing from $35/hour to $55/hour. Motion carried unanimously.
Motion was made by councilmember Brian Lange and seconded by councilmember Robert Maciej to approve the 2011-2012 snow removal contract with MnDOT. Motion carried unanimously.
Canceled the Truth in Taxation hearing for December 5 at 6:00pm at the city Hall as the city does not need to hold one.
Discussed who is responsible to remove snow around fire hydrants.  Clerk was instructed to review city ordinance.
Set the review schedule for November 21 employee reviews for Frank Koopmeiners at 6:30 and Adrian Welle at 7:00pm.

Treasurers Report with an October 31st   bank balance of $93,144.72 as presented by Treasurer Adrian Welle 

Motion made by Council Member Brian Lange and seconded by Robert Maciej to approve the bills in the amount of $14,876.38 as presented by Treasurer Adrian Welle. Motion carried unanimously.

Motion was made by councilmember Joan Olson and seconded by councilmember Robert Maciej to renewal a $100,000 CD at Pine Country bank for 1 year and move $80,000 in to a money market account. Motion carried unanimously.

Reminder to residents and council that there will be a Closed council meeting on November 21, 2011 at 6:00pm for employee reviews and to finalize the 2012 budget.

Reminder to residents and council that the next Regular scheduled council meeting will be December 5, 2011 at 7:00pm
